BURIAL SITE TRAVEL

     Travel performed by dependents or family member’s who are entitled to transportation and travel allowances for travel from their place of residence to the place of burial and return.   Travel claims will be forwarded to CMC Code MHP-10 and submitted to the correct Finance Office for liquidation.

TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS ICW BURIAL SITE TRAVEL

     Travelers are entitled to transportation in kind, reimbursement for the cost of personally procured commercial transportation, or automobile mileage rate for the official distance traveled by privately owned conveyance.  They are also entitled to per diem allowances while traveling and at the funeral/burial site not to exceed 2 days. (JFTR U5242)

CMC Code MHP-10 will submit the travel claims with all orders and receipts.  Claims will not be settled without CMC Code MHP-10 authorization.  Points of contact at CMC are SSgt Sumlin or GySgt Tarbert at 703-784-9512, FAX #703-784-9823.  

EXAMPLE OF TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS

Example 1:  Father and mother of a deceased member are authorized travel from their residence in Mansfield, TX to the burial site in Omaha, NE. 

Dep:     7/1/01          residence

Arr:      7/2/01          Omaha (burial site)      (POV)      680 miles

Dep:     7/5/01          Omaha

Arr:      7/5/01          residence                      (POV)       680 miles

Entitlement:

680 miles  x  .34 ½    x   2      =    $  469.20

2 days per diem @ 38.00 x 2  =    $  152.00

lodge  $55.00 x 2 nights         =    $  110.00

Note:  Both travelers can be on the same DD 1351-2, but each traveler must have a set of orders issued by CMC.

Example 2: Father and mother of a deceased member are authorized travel from their residence in Lincoln, NE to the burial site in Omaha, NE.

Dep:   7/1/01     residence

Arr:    7/1/01     Omaha (burial site)    (POV)       57 miles

Dep:   7/1/01     Omaha 

Arr:    7/1/01     residence                    (POV)       57 miles

Entitlement:

57 miles x  .34 ½   x   2   =   $  39.33

no per diem payable – travel completed within 12 hours

Example 3: Spouse and 2 children of deceased member are authorized travel from Camp Lejeune, NC to the burial site of Seattle, WA.  Travel is performed via GTR’s.

Dep:   8/1/01      residence

Arr:    8/1/01      Seattle, WA (burial site)

Dep:   8/10/01    Seattle, WA

Arr:   8/10/01   residence

Entitlement:

2 days per diem @  46.00 x  3  =   $ 276.00

Note: All 3 travelers can be on the same DD 1351-2, but each traveler must have a set of orders issued by CMC.

Example 4: Father of a deceased member is authorized travel from his residence in Ozark, MO to the burial site in Ft Leavenworth, KS. 

Dep:    7/1/01       residence

Arr:     7/1/01       Ft Leavenworth, KS  (burial site)   POV   218 miles

Dep:    7/3/01  

Arr:     7/3/01       residence        POV    218 miles

Entitlement:

218 miles     x     .34 ½     x     2    =    $ 150.42

1 day per diem @ 30.00                =    $    30.00

1 day per diem @ 30.00 x 75%     =    $    22.50

Lodging  $45.00                            =     $   45.00

Note:  When a traveler’s total number of days is not enough to allow for 2 full days per diem, you will be the traveler 1 full day and a 75% day.
