INVITATIONAL TRAVEL

     Travel performed by MCJROTC Instructors and chaperones not employed by the Government.  The various Marine Corps Districts issue  orders to the individuals at the high school where employed, directing them to travel to various locations in support of MCJROTC.  Travel and transportation allowances authorized for these individuals are the same as those ordinarily authorized for employees on TDY.

TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS ICW INVITATIONAL TRAVEL

     The traveler should submit the following documents when requesting settlement of this type travel; DD 1351-2, copy of the original order from the District, receipts and modifications (if applicable).  Orders for this type travel are generally non-reporting and do not direct the member to use government lodging or mess when TDY on a government installation.  However, if a member claims government mess, payment should be paid at the mess available rate on days all meals are claimed, and the proportional meal rate when claiming 1 or 2 meals. The school provides most transportation.
