Settlement of travel when member discharged under Other Than Honorable Conditions

    Members may be provided transportation in-kind by the least expensive mode of common carrier available or the government cost of that transportation.  Dependents of members discharged under other than honorable conditions are authorized PCS travel and transportation allowances.

Example 1:  Member & dependents perform travel to home of record via private auto.

Entitlement:    Member rates cost of least expensive mode of common carrier available, dependent spouse will be allowed $ .15/mile and a flat per diem, additional dependents will be entitled to the applicable rates. The member will not be considered an authorized traveler.

Example 2:  Member performs travel to home of record via private auto, dependents travel via commercial transportation or transportation request.

Entitlement:  Member entitled to the cost of the least expensive mode of common carrier available.  Dependents will entitled to travel and transportation allowances plus per diem. Commercial transportation will be reimbursed, not to exceed the cost of a government transportation request.
