TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS ICW RECALL TO ACTIVE DUTY

     Members will be entitled to mileage and per diem allowances as prescribed in JFTR Chapter 7 part G, and Chapters 3 & 4, when authorized.

EXAMPLE OF TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS

Example 1:  Member recalled to active duty from residence in Arlington, VA to Quantico, VA for period of 8/1-8/4/01. Member commutes daily.

Entitlement:  Member is entitled to 1 round trip between duty station and home. (JFTR U7150.A1(3)

Example:  Member recalled to active duty from residence in San Diego, CA to Quantico, VA for period of 8/1-8/4/01. Member travels via GTR.

Entitlement:  Travel and transportation allowances are payable under Chapter 4 of the JFTR.

Example 3:  Member recalled to active duty from San Diego,CA to Quantico, VA for period of 8/1-8/4/01. Member travels by private auto.

Entitlement: Member would be entitled to actual travel not to exceed the cost of Government transportation.

TRAVEL SETTLEMENT REQUIREMENTS

     Recall to active duty travel claims are currently being settled by     DFAS-KC/FT.

    In the future settlement will be accomplished by the Finance Office at Quantico, since orders are issued from Headquarters Marine Corps.
