Settlement of travel when member serves less than the prescribed period of service

     When a member is released from active duty during the initial period of enlistment and serves less than 90 percent of the initial enlistment the member and his dependents will only be entitled to transportation by the least expensive mode available or paid an amount up to the Government’s cost of such transportation.  No per diem is payable.

     The 90 percent rule does not apply to members who are discharged for the following reasons:

1. hardship

2. involuntarily separated

3. medical conditions

4. retired for medical reasons (TDRL/PDRL)

5. retired with pay for any reason

Note 1:  When a member is issued a GTR, no further entitlement exists.

You do not collect the difference between an airline ticket and bus ticket, when government transportation has been issued.

Note 2: When a member & dependents perform travel via private auto, the entitlement will be the least expensive mode available for all travelers.
