TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS ICW PERIODIC PHYSICALS

     A member should submit the following documents when requesting settlement of this type travel; copy of basic order from CMC; reporting/detaching endorsement from the hospital; and any modifications to the basic order that affect the travel settlement, such as change of address, change of reporting hospital and correct fiscal year appropriation data.  Member’s performing travel in connection with this type order is entitled to travel from their home to the hospital (medical facility). Entitlements are paid according to JFTR Chapter 4, Part B.  However, if a member purchases an airline ticket for travel, he is not limited to the cost of a government ticket (GTR). The reason for this is, most members on TDRL do not live near a military facility where they could obtain a GTR.  Members are not required to travel the day of the appointment. Travel will be constructed to allow them the appropriate number of days to arrive at the hospital prior to their appointment. If a member’s home and the medical facility are within the same corporate limits, reimbursement is made under Chapter 3, Part F. A member’s home is the duty station for this type travel.

     It may be necessary to contact the hospital for verification of a member’s appointment.  A list of hospital phone numbers is attached.

EXAMPLE OF TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS

Example 1:

Member resides in Enid, Oklahoma and is required to travel to NNMC Bethesda, MD for an examination. Member purchases a round trip ticket from Oklahoma City to Baltimore, MD in the amount of $450.00,(GTR cost.

was $198.00)

Since he is not near a military facility to obtain a GTR he purchased his own ticket, therefore, he would be reimbursed the actual cost vice what a GTR would have cost.

Example 2:

Member directed to report to San Diego from his home in San Jose, CA for physical exam on 5/10/01.  Member chooses to travel by private auto, departing on 5/5/01 arriving in San Diego on 5/8/01.  He begins his return travel on 5/11/01 and arrives at his home of 5/15/01. The following would be the correct entitlement.

Total distance is 461 miles = 2 travel days

461 miles x   .34 ½ x 2      =  $318.09    

Dep:     5/5/01       Home

Arr:      5/8/01       San Diego (hotel)

Dep:     5/10/01     San Diego (hotel)

Arr:      5/10/01     Naval Hospital San Diego

Dep:     5/10/01     Naval Hospital

Arr:      5/10/01     San Diego (hotel)

Dep:     5/11/01     San Diego (hotel)

Arr:      5/15/01     Home (San Jose)

5/8/01 (1st travel day)            =  75% of San Diego rate  

5/9/01 (2nd travel day)           = 100 % of San Diego rate

5/10/01 (day of appt)            =  100% of San Diego rate

5/11/01 (1st day return trvl)  =  100% of San Diego rate (or location rate)

5/12/01 (2nd day return trvl) =  75% of San Diego rate (or previous day rate)

There would be no entitlement to per diem for the extra days used in traveling to and from the hospital. You would construct a member to arrive at the medical facility the day prior to the appointment and depart the day after completion of the appointment, whenever member takes more travel days then are authorized. 

Example 3:

Member resides in San Diego and is directed to report to the Naval Hospital San Diego for physical exam.

Dep:    residence San Diego

Arr:     Naval Hospital San Diego       (POV)                  15 miles

Dep:    Naval Hospital San Diego

Arr:     residence San Diego                (POV)                  15 miles

Member’s entitlement would be 15 miles    x 2   x 34 ½    =   $10.35

No entitlement to per diem when completed with in 12 hrs. Member could be reimbursed occasional meals, if claimed on the travel voucher. Reference JFTR 4510.

Example 4:

Member is directed to travel from Yuma, AZ to Naval Hospital San Diego for a physical exam. The member requires an attendant to travel with him.

The member travels with the  attendant via the attendants privately owned auto.

The entitlements would be:

Mileage 173 miles   x   .341/2   x     2 =   $119.37  (attendant)

Dep:  6/1/01     Residence, Yuma

Arr:   6/1/01     hotel, San Diego

Dep:  6/2/01     hotel, San Diego

Arr:   6/2/01     Naval Hospital

Dep:  6/2/01     Naval Hospital

Arr:   6/2/01     Residence

6/1/01     75% of San Diego Rate (mbr & attendant)

6/2/01    75% of San Diego Rate (mbr & attendant)

lodging expense for each individual if 2 rooms were used, if shared each traveler would rate ½ of the lodging expense.
