Sample Letters for Associations

Letter 1
I am writing to familiarize you with a convenient way to buy U.S. Savings Bonds directly from the Treasury Department, called the EasySaver Plan. 

EasySaver allows you to buy savings bonds with an electronic debit from your personal checking or savings account.  Bonds can be purchased for yourself or as gifts for others.  All it takes to start saving is to fill out a one-time enrollment form.

The EasySaver Plan lets you:

· Purchase savings bonds on a regular basis, e.g. monthly or quarterly. 


· Make occasional purchases for special events like anniversaries or birthdays.

· Pick the type of savings bonds you want to buy, such as the inflation-indexed I Bond, the EE Bond, or both if you wish.

· Select from six different denominations from $50 to $1,000.

· Decide when to buy, whether you pick dates for recurring purchases, set up individual purchase dates, or use a combination of schedules (Be sure to make at least two purchases each year per registration.)

Savings Bonds are backed by the full faith and credit of the U.S. Treasury.  Interest rates compare favorable with those of similar savings instruments.  Series EE Bonds are currently paying an interest rate of ____% and the Series I Bonds, ____%.  Both rates change every May 1 and November 1.

There are no set up or maintenance fees for the EasySaver Plan.  The personal information you provide to begin your purchases will be held in the strictest confidence.

EasySaver is a great way for small business owners to offer employees the benefit of a savings plan without adding to overhead expenses.  Whether it’s for yourself or for your workforce, I encourage you to review the enclosed information and consider this program. Letter 2: 

There’s no better time to start saving for tomorrow than right now.  U.S. Savings Bonds are the perfect way to save for a major purchase, such as a house or college education, or to set up an emergency fund.
In addition to the well-known Series EE Savings Bond, the inflation-indexed 

I Bond is also available.  The I Bond earns an adjustable interest rate that keeps your savings growing over and above inflation for up to 30 years.  This means a rising cost of living won't erode your purchasing power.  The Series EE Savings Bond offers market-based rates.  You can now choose how you want your money to grow.
Savings Bonds are safe because they are backed by the full faith and credit of the United States.  Your money is guaranteed to grow and be there when you want it.
The money you put into Savings Bonds is not locked away for years where you can't get to it. If you have an unexpected need, you have access to your money after an initial twelve-month holding period.
Earnings from Savings Bonds are exempt from local and state income taxes. Federal income taxes are deferred until you choose to redeem your bonds or when they stop earning interest at 30 years.  You may even be able to avoid federal income taxes if you use your earnings to pay for qualified higher education expenses.  

Finally, the Treasury offers several ways to purchase U.S. Savings Bonds.  You can buy bonds regularly through the EasySaver Plan or a payroll plan at work.  Most financial institutions offer Savings Bonds and you can purchase and hold bonds electronically through TreasuryDirect.
