Subject:  Realignment of Congressional Increase of $3M FROM Marine Corps Ground Combat/Support System, PE# 0603635M TO Marine Corps Program Wide Support, PE# 0605873M.
Language/Provision:  The House recommended an increase for the continued research and development of Nanotechnology-based response to chemical biological threats.  Reactive Nanoparticle Technology has emerged as a possible solution for a Consequence Management (CM) Force decontaminant.  Nanoparticles will neutralize and /or remediate Chemical-Biological  (CB) Agents, Toxic Industrial Materials (TIM) and Toxic Industrial Chemicals (TIC) encountered by First responders. This technology has recently emerged with the potential to increase the scope and activities associated with this leading-edge research.
DoD Position:  


The recommended increase of $3M for Nanoparticle research would more appropriately be captured under Marine Corps Program-Wide Support.  Marine Corps Program-Wide Support is the rolled line that funds Chemical Biological Consequence Management.  Previous Nanotechnology efforts have been funded in this line (PE#0605873M).
