DoD Position:  

The House Report contains no language specifically addressing Unemployment Compensation and it is unknown why this Dept. of Labor (DOL) coordinated benefit was reduced.  This is a must-fund bill managed by DOL.  

DOL estimates have increased vice decreased in the last year.  The FY 2002 USMC estimate, based on the DOL’s 5 July 2001 letter, is $29,036K.  A reduction to this entitlement would further increase the FY02 MPMC shortfall, and must be paid at the detriment of other MPMC programs.

The Department urges support of the President’s budget.
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
