Summary:  The House eliminated all FY 2002 PMC funding for the AAAV.  No language was provided for this recommended reduction.

DoD Position:  


The AAAV is the Marine Corps’ number one priority ground program.  The $1.5 million requested in the budget is required for long-lead materials to build the first live fire vehicle.  This reduction could potentially delay production and fielding of this vehicle survivability and lethality testing required by Title 10 US, Code Section 2366 – “Major systems and munition programs; survivability testing and lethality testing required before full-scale production.”
