DoD Position:  

Actual end strength data through June 2001 was used in the projected 30 September 2001 end strength and the savings of $1.4M in FY02.  Actual end strength of 39,810 for 30 September shows that we were slightly over the 39,558 authorized.  While the 30 September end strength number was different in all the pay groups, when incorporated with the October 2001 actual strength numbers, there are no savings in FY02.  To budget as accurately as possible, the Marine Corps has and will continue to budget for participation levels based on averages derived from execution during multiple year periods.    
A reduction for Personnel Underexecution would further increase the RPMC shortfall and would have to be paid at the detriment of other RPMC programs. 

The Department urges support of the President’s budget.
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
