Summary: The House recommend a $4.0 million reduction due to individuals who are on Appellate Review and being counted in the services end strength figures for budgeting purposes.

The reduction was based on the assumption that Marines currently on Appellate Review are being included in Marine Corps active duty strength. Marines in an Appellate Review status are not included in active duty end strength.


A reduction of $4.0 million in the Manpower account would result in forcing the Marine Corps to reduce funding in existing accounts to pay for the reduction in pay and allowances.


The Department urges support of the President’s budget. 
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
