DoD Position:  

Working capital fund guidelines mandate that carryover not exceed 25% of a year's workload and the time to complete the carryover not exceed three months.  The Marine Corps plan, under the Navy Working Capital Fund, falls within those boundaries.  Hence, the recommended adjustment, if implemented, would force the Marine Corps to reduce the number of items inducted into the Depots during FY 02.

In FY 02, there is an unfunded executable requirement of $27.9M for Depot Maintenance.  A $25M decrease imposed on this account will drive the unfunded executable requirement up to $52.9M, driving the funded program from 79% of executable requirement 61%.

The Department urges support of the President’s budget.
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
