DoD Position:  

The Senate reduced the Material Handling Equipment line by $4.0 Million for the 4000lb Forklift, with no rationale provided.  The House approved the request as submitted.  

There are no funds budgeted for the 4000lb Forklift in FY02.  The reduction would come at the expense of other programs in the Material Handling Equipment line.

During FY01, the 4000lb Forklift program lost $4.0M as part of the Omnibus Reprogramming action approved by the Congress in September.  This loss resulted in no program delay.  This requirement was deferred with manageable impact in order to fund higher priority Marine Corps programs.
