DoD Position:  

     The TCAIMS II is a Joint Transportation and Deployment automated information system.   TCAIMS II is part of the migration of services’ legacy systems and is one of five DOD transportation systems software undergoing migration.  The systems that are ready to be fielded today are Integrated Computerized Deployment System (ICODES),  Automated Air Load Planning System (AALPS),  and Automated Manifest System (AMS).  TCAIMS II allows operating forces and Traffic Management Offices (TMO) to automate planning, organizing, coordinating, controlling deployment, redeployment, and sustainment activities worldwide.  The Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) is the Milestone Decision Authority (MDA) and is scheduled to provide the Milestone “C” decision in March 2002 for the unit move module, the first of 13 modules.  The Marine Corps migration strategy requires hardware be purchased for the transportation migration system without regard to the status of TCAIMS II fielding, because three joint systems software will reside on the hard drive. This is consistent with the single platform initiative (SPI) concept.  The computers and software will be distributed to Blount Island Command for the Maritime Pre-positioning Force (MPF), to battalions and squadrons for tracking deployment of Marines and their units, to the Marine Corps Combat Service Support School (MCCSSS), and to the Expeditionary Warfare Training Group, Pacific (EWTGPAC) for entry level and sustainment training of logisticians. 

       The TCAIMS II program experienced software development delays in FY01.  Recognizing this, the Department offered $1.3M for Omnibus Reprogramming. However, corrective action has resulted in acceptable software and the program and execution is balanced.  

       Reducing the program by one-third would have the affect of reducing the Department’s ability to procure 1,700 deployable and training systems.  

The Department urges support of the President’s budget.
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
