FY 2002 Defense Appropriation Bill

Subject:  Realignment of Congressional Increase of $7.5M.  Funds to be transferred FROM the Procurement Marine Corps (PMC) appropriation, Budget Activity #6, BLI# 652200, P-1 #52, Field Medical Equipment TO Operation and Maintenance Marine Corps (O&M, MC), AG/SAG: 1A2A Chem/Bio Incidence Response Force.

Language/Provision: 

The Senate recommended an increase for the procurement of Chemical Biological Incident Response Force (CBIRF) Personnel Protection Equipment as a response to chemical and biological threats.  The Marine Corps believes that the likely intent of the Senate was to enhance operational readiness through procurement of replacement equipment of aging technology with new equipment that improves search and rescue capability.  This funding would include material management services and training for new equipment and sustainment.

DoD Position:

$6.0M of the $7.5M increase would more appropriately be utilized under the Operation and Maintenance, Marine Corps appropriation for personnel and operational training on the new equipment, sustainment items, deployed support, and logistics support.  The remaining $1.5M should be funded in the Procurement Marine Corps account.

The Department urges realignment of the Senate increase as described above. 
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
