Subject:  Contracted Advisory and Assistance Services

Appropriations:  Operation and Maintenance, Marine Corps (OM,MC)

Summary:  Senate Section 8117 reduces the DoD by $1.65B, which would completely eliminate all USMC contracted advisory and assistance service contracts.  House Section 8117 reduces OM,MC by $23.9M for efficiencies in the contractor work force.
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DoD Position:  


The proposed reduction would result in the elimination of many, if not all, USMC contracted advisory and assistance services.  Wholesale cancellation of important efforts would be required.  Logistical support of fielded weapon systems would be severely curtailed or eliminated, and many of these contracts are for engineering and technical support of fielded weapons systems.  Efforts associated with the Integrated Logistics Capability program would be halted; environmental compliance audits would be eliminated; and high tech modeling and simulation support would be scaled back, negatively impacting the effectiveness of USMC wargaming.  


The Department urges support of the President’s budget.
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
