Subject:  

     Exclusion of United States Marine Corps from participation in the Navy/Marine Corps Intranet (NMCI)

Language/Provision:  

     On pages 296-297 of House Report 107-194, the House includes language that excludes all Marine Corps activities from participating in the Navy/Marine Corps Intranet (N/MCI)  The intent is to prohibit Marine Corps participation in NMCI.

DoD Position:  


The Department urges that the Marine Corps and all its activities NOT be excluded from participation in the NMCI program.  In a letter from General J.L. Jones, Commandant, United States Marine Corps, to the Honorable Bob Stump, Chairman, Committee on Armed Services, U.S. House of Representatives, dated 27 August 2001, General Jones stated that “the Marine Corps is committed to the Navy Marine Corps Intranet (NMCI) initiative.  We are scheduled to transition to NMCI during the third and fourth quarter of FY02 and have programmed our budget to support this transition.  Any exclusion of the Marine Corps from NMCI would exacerbate the degraded condition of our information technology infrastructure that has not been modernized for almost two years awaiting NMCI.”  Any reductions in funding NMCI for either the Marine Corps or the Navy would have adverse effects on the Marine Corps.

The Department urges exclusion of this provision.
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
