The Marine Corps urges reconsideration of the adjustment because the FY 2001 execution will exceed  the FY 2001 President’s budget estimates by approximately 100 FTEs.  Based on this execution rate, the Marine Corps FY 2002 civilian personnel budget will be met or slightly exceeded.  The proposed reduction would force the Marine Corps to realign funds from other operational programs during the fiscal year (such as facilities sustainment, deport maintenance, etc.) to meet these fact of life costs.
