The AAAV is regarded by the Department as a transformation program that will provide a leap in technology in Amphibious Assault Vehicles to satisfy the requirements of 21st Century Marine Warfighters.  It is the Marine Corps’ number one priority ground system program.  A reduction of $23.066 million in FY02 would significantly impact the program by reducing the number of prototype vehicles being built by two; it would also potentially delay the program testing schedule, design process, production, and fielding of this transformational vehicle.
