Subject:  Advisory and Assistance Services (AAS)


Appropriations:  Operation and Maintenance, Marine Corps (O&MMC)

Summary:  The House Armed Services Committee reduced the Department of the Navy funding for Advisory and Assistance Services by $25.0M because they believe that funding for Advisory and Assistance Services is in excess of the needs of the Department of Defense.
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DoD Position:  


While the language does not specifically reduce the Marine Corps funding for Advisory and Assistance Services, if the Marine Corps were passed its fair share of the reduction it would be approximately $4M.  Such a reduction would result in the loss of critical support provided to the Operating Forces.  Specifically, funding would not be available for the Contractor and Engineering Technical Services provided for the 3D Long Range Radar Set (TPS-59) and the TYQ-23 Tactical Air Operations Module.  Without this support these long-range air surveillance systems would experience down time creating a weak link in the air defense capabilities of the Marine Corps.


Additionally, funding would not be available for programs such as the Joint Service Nuclear Biological Chemical (NBC) Assessment Program.  This funding ensures that NBC equipment meets requirements that assures the safety of Marines and other services. 

The Department urges support of the Senate position. 
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
