Subject:  Family of Internally Transportable Vehicles (FITV) Program

Appropriations:  Procurement Marine Corps (PMC)

Summary:  House FY 2003 Department of Defense Appropriations Bill HR 5010, Title VIII - General Provisions, section 8050, page 69 rescinded $4.7M from Procurement Marine Corps, 2002/2004.
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DoD Position:  


The Department supports the FY 02 President’s Budget and the funding provided by the FY 02 Department of Defense Appropriations Act and urges restoration of the $4.7M in FY02 PMC funds.  In the Fall of 2001, the Family Of Internally Transportable Vehicles (FITV) Program was scheduled to select a prime contractor and then begin producing ITVs in 2002.  $4.7M in PMC money was budgeted to accomplish this goal.  Instead of choosing a prime contractor, the ITV Program went into a requirements review, which ultimately led to the decision not to buy these vehicles in 2002.  Although the $4.7M in PMC funds was no longer needed for ITV, these funds have recently been identified as a source on a reprogramming action to meet fact-of-life needs.  If the rescission is sustained, then the Marine Corps will be forced to find offsets from other programs to meet the higher priority requirements, thus negatively impacting programs where no such impact currently exists.

The Marine Corps requests restoration of this $4.7M of FY02 PMC funds to support more urgent funding requirements.
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
