Subject:  Unobligated Balance

Appropriations:  Operations & Maintenance, Marine Corps (O&MMC)

Summary:  House FY 2003 Department of Defense Appropriations Report, Title II – Operations and Maintenance, p. 58 reduced $8.0M from undistributed Operations & Maintenance, Marine Corps due to prior year unobligated balances.
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DoD Position:  


For the five previous fiscal years, not including the current fiscal year, the unobligated balance at year end averaged $1.865M, with no year having a balance higher than $4.581M.  The Marine Corps closely monitors the spending of its resources, ensuring that those funds appropriated are obligated.  Any reduction in the Operations & Maintenance, Marine Corps account would have a real program impact – specifically in Facility Restoration and Modernization.


The Department supports the FY 03 President’s Budget and urges restoration of $8.0M in FY 03 O&MMC funds.
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
