Subject:   Basic Allowance for Housing

Language/Provision: The House recommends an increase of $225.0 million ($19.5 million for USMC) for the acceleration of the Basic Allowance for Housing reform.  The intent is to provide service members compensation based on comparable civilian costs of housing, and reduce out-of-pocket housing expenses.  The Senate does not provide a similar provision.

DOD Position: The Department supports the House recommendation for accelerating the transition phase of BAH reform.  Reducing members’ out-of-pocket housing costs is a very cost-effective retention tool for mid-level NCOs and officers.
