Summary:  The House recommends a reduction of $30 million (-$2.0 million, O&MMC) below the budget request for the Defense Finance and Accounting Service.  The House notes that, on balance, the budget portrays program growth in the Services' Operation and Maintenance accounts, and is convinced that DFAS can further increase the efficiency of its operations.  The House recommends this reduction be distributed as follows:
