DOD Position: This adjustment was made in response to the submission of the Unfunded Priority List.  As part of those unfunded priorities, the Marine Corps identified $3.9 million in O&M,MC and $7.2 million in RDT&E,N funds related to the Improved Recovery Vehicle (IRV) which could be utilized to offset the cost of procuring 24 M88A2 HERCULES beginning in FY00.  The House correctly reflected the R&D and PMC adjustments, but appears to have double counted the R&D reduction in the O&M account as well, thus reducing O&MMC by $11.0 million rather than $3.9 million.  Absent a correction, this action will result in unintended reductions to the Marine Corps' depot maintenance program.

The Department urges support of the Senate position.
