The House Appropriations Committee reduced the RPMC appropriation on the basis of end strength underexecution during the early part of FY00 and predicts the Marine Corps will not achieve the FY00 end strength.  This would result in savings of $.7 million in FY01.    The Marines Corps has instituted several measures to ensure that we meet our Reserve end strength.  We have increased the prior service enlisted mission, and instituted a Focused Retention Plan to reduce planned attrition from the Selected Marine Corps Reserve (SMCR).  Using a combination of remaining Selected Reserve Incentive Program (SRIP) funding and the Reserve Promotion Affiliation Program, we will achieve the FY00 planned end strength of 39,624; therefore, there are no savings in FY01.


The Department urges support of the Senate position.
