DoD Position:  


We understand that the recommended decrement is based upon GAO analysis of the past five years of this function’s execution.  Even though the information was provided, that analysis failed to incorporate a 1997 Congressional reduction, which resulted in a significant overstatement of the unexecuted balance.  When this is incorporated, instead of the $2 million annual underexecution suggested the actual amount is less than $800 thousand per year.  A reduction of this magnitude does not reflect historical execution and precludes the Marine Corps from paying legitimate transportation bills.  


The Department urges support of the Senate position.  
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
