DoD Position:  


The SAC reduced the ICAP III RDT&E development by $5.0M for a management reserve issue.  This $5M is not management reserve.  This funding was added by DASN (Air) during the FY2001 budget development process to meet known program cost increases.  These cost increases resulted from the contractor’s significant underestimation in the complexities of designing and building a mult-processor based software program and overestimation in the software development rate.  Additionally, the contractor underestimated the technical complexity and cost for integrating the receiver system in the overall EA-6B AN/ALQ-99 On Board Jammer system.  Without these funds, the EA-6B ICAP III upgrade will have to be descoped for reduced performance, delayed, and/or increased in total cost beyond the current estimate.


The Department urges support of the House position of ICAP III Acquisition Stability.
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
