Subject:  EA-6B ICAP III Trainer

Summary:  The Senate reduced ICAP III Trainer System funding by $16.8M because it was assumed the need was premature.
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DoD Position:  


The SAC reduced the EA-6B Procurement account by $16.8M for premature procurement of ICAP III Trainer Systems.   This funding is necessary to procure the Block 89A/ICAP III re-configurable motion based Operational Flight Trainer.  The lead-time from contract award to delivery “Ready for Training” status is 42 months after Contract Award.  Contract award is planned for February 2001.    Thus, Ready for Training will not occur until September 2004.  First production aircraft delivery is anticipated to be in September 2004.   This trainer device is required to be in place in order to support delivery of first aircraft and facilitate aircrew Emergency Procedures and safety training.  By making this trainer re-configurable between Block –89A and ICAP III it will provide flexibility and full utilization during the EA-6B community transition to ICAP III.
