DoD Position:  The Department opposes the Senate reduction.  The cost avoidance reduction is an estimate of FY 2005 mobilization savings. The mobilization plans are very volatile and almost impossible to deduce an accurate savings from. If the savings calculations are over-estimated the readiness and training of the Marine Corps reserve could be downgraded. Historically all savings are transferred into Marine Corps Global War on Terrorism costs.
